With its unique ability to support simultaneous publishing to multiple brand standard sites,
webtreepro ensures your design remains consistent across the organization.

This document is meant to provide the graphic design professional with guidance about how
designs are implemented, as well as an inventory of elements that go into creating a webtreepro
skin. In the event something is unclear, just contact your account rep for guidance.

Skin Design

We will adapt your existing or new web design into a “skin”"—this is what replicates your
standards across any/all pages. Our customers typically provide a rendered design including
technical specifications (colors, fonts, gradients) and any supporting imagery.

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1. Browser Background —this is the area outside your site that grows and shrinks
dependingonthesi ze of the wuser’s browser window.
of colors, a texture or a combination. If there is to be a multi-color blend, provide all color
codes, blend points (pixels from top of browser), and blend spread (width of blend in
pixels).

Whether you have a vertical or horizontal main menu will determine if your main
page level should be pre-defined

a. Vertical — no main level page restrictions since page length can grow infinitely to
accommodate an infinite number of stacked buttons.

b. Horizontal—because page width is fixed, the number of buttons that can fit on
one row is finite. In order to provide a one fixed row of main menu buttons, we
need to pre-define the number of main pages and then setup your button spacing
accordingly. Ifin the future your main page count changes, we can revise the
button allocation accordingly (today, this is one of the few things that is not self-
service).

6. Panel Treatments—your included webtreepro templates feature panels (where content
is added). You have the option of having these panels treated in several ways, ranging
from transparent (where the Browser Background shows through) to virtually any opaque
color. The template set includes an entire series of panels.

Please remember that when you wish to have childs i t e
site, both the parent and child site must have the same template choice for the shared
content.

8. Sample Skin

The sample below is deliberately based on a very simple design in order to clearly show

the various elements referenced earlier in this guide.

Header Panel

Main Menu
The area above is the Main Menu shown in a horizontal orientation (left to right).

Site Width and Background:

Your Site Width is fixed and defines the working space for your site--800 pixels in this example.

The Site Background Color is applied to the site workspace--white in this example.

Content Panel (Main):

This area represents a panel--one of several that comprise the template for this page. Panels can
be transparent, tinted, bordered on any/all sides (or a combination) or transparent. In this case, the
panel is transparent, showing the white site background color. The panel at right is different.

Sample Paragraph Styles:
There are six pre-set Heading types that are available from the editor--this ensures consistent text
treatment across any pages that use the same styles.

Heading 1

This is typically the largest size and in this example is in Bold.

Heading 2

This is typically the second largest font size and in this
example is in Bold.

Heading 3
This is typically the third largest font size and in this example is
in Bold.

Heading 4

The above is the fourth largest font size in Bold.

Heading 5
The above is slightly larger than normal default font size ("2" in this case) with Bold.

Heading 6
This is the last of the heading sizes--it is based on the default size ("2") and Bold.

Footer Panel

Content Panel

This is a Content Panel with

a border and fill creating separation|
and contrast to the white site
background color.

Notice that the font color is black
which is a skin setting for this tinted
panel. You may specify your
default color for each panel.
